Minutes

Meeting was called to order at 7 p.m. by Vice Chair Bill Billingham.

Call roll: Donna Schnieder, Amelia Messina, Bill Billingham, Andrea Mariner, and Fred Adams were present.. Anthony Cekada and Patricia Doerr were absent.

Call for motions:

1) Motion: Made by Andrea Matiner, seconded by Donna Schneider, to approve the resolution #002-15 to award the contract to repair broken water lateral at 902 Blvd. Rt. 50 without getting multiple quotes, due to the emergency nature of the repair.  RCV: Member Messina, Schneider, Adams, Mariner, and Billingham voted in favor.  Carried

2) Motion: Made by Millie Messina, seconded by Donna Schneider, to approve resolution #003-15 to transfer funds from water surplus to capital repair in the amount of $15,000 to repair broken water lateral.  RCV: Member Messina, Schneider, Adams, Mariner, and Billingham voted in favor.  Carried

3) Motion: Made by Millie Messina, seconded by Fred Adams, to hire Garrison Enterprises to complete repair of the water lateral break at 902 Blvd. Rt. 50 on a Time & Materials basis as per the rate sheet provided.  Should the cost reach $7,500, Garrison will notify the Weymouth  Twp. MUA with a status update before proceeding any further.  Garrison must provide proof of insurance & performance bond.  RCV: Member Messina, Schneider, Adams, Mariner, and Billingham voted in favor.  Carried

4) Motion: Made by Donna Schneider, seconded by Fred Adams, to pursue reimbursement for the repair of 902 Blvd. Rt. 50, from any and all entities that might be liable for the water lateral break.  RCV: Member Messina, Schneider, Adams, Mariner, and Billingham voted in favor.  Carried
It was discussed and noted that Michael Fralinger, MUA engineer, will inspect the repair to the broken water lateral at 902 Blvd. Rt 50 to insure that the only work completed is that of the lateral as per the above resolutions.
